Student Assessment Policies and Procedures

1.  A “Test - Out” is provided. 

The test under Test-Out is to help assure a new employee has adequate

training and knowledge from training already provided that complies with

the SafeLandUSA Syllabus.

The test consists of 100 questions selected from material in the

SafeLandUSA Syllabus. SRI will conduct the test. under the supervision of a qualified trainer.
The person attempting to test out must make a score of 90% to

pass. The person who fails the test out exam must take training provided

by SRI
2. Testing Process

Strict adherence to the testing, examination and security procedures set

forth in this section is required. SRI has establish

written Student Assessment Policies and Procedures that define the

assessment process, retest procedures, and test records retention.

SRI maintains a pool of 500 test questions. To eliminate the possibility
of cheating, SRI has establish a system of rotating two different examinations
for each training session. A minimum of four examinations have been developed by the SRI.  Each test consists of 100 questions.

Passing grade of 70% is required to pass the training, with grade recorded as part of the attendee’s record.
A re-test is not allowed under these guidelines.
3. Grading and recordkeeping:

Examinations shall be graded by hand. 
Each answer sheet has a number that corresponds to the test given, the program name, student’s name, test score (pass or fail), instructor name and successful

completion date.
Oral testing will be provided for those attendees that are not able to read.
Attendees must achieve a passing score of 70% on the examination
Trainers will review all missed examination questions with attendees with a passing grade of 70%
Grades will be recorded on the attendee’s record.
Trainers will only provided the exact number of test and score

sheets required for the number of students to be tested.
Once testing is complete, the trainer will verify the exact number of test provide

and remove them from the testing area.
Examinations and answer keys shall be secured by the trainer.
